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Egypt lost today Dr. Isis Mohamed Ghali, Founder and President of The Egyptian
Association of Endocrinology.
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She joined Al-Orman School, then Al-Amera (Princes) Foukieh School. Her father
was the Head of Egyptian Institute for Scientific Culture and he wanted her to
become a doctor. She joined the Faculty of Women for Arts, Science and
Education, and graduated from Faculty of Medicine. She received a scholarship to
study Endocrinology in France. Dr. Magdi Yacoub, the Egyptian renowned heart
surgeon was her colleague.
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She opened a clinic at Abu Al- Reish hospital, and medical lab which she
converted to a private practice in 1976. Dr. Isis is the President of the Egyptian
Association of Endocrinology and Diabetes and a member at the European
Pediatric Association.
